NetBook Function Keys

Holding down the Fn key (Lower left keyboard) and the following keys will produce the following:

F1 = The netbook will go into sleep mode = Hitting the enter key will take it out of sleep mode.

F2 = Lan and Bluetooth settings – It has multiple settings – Wlan on & Bluetooth off, Wlan off & Bluetooth on, Wlan & Bluetooth on, Wlan & Bluetooth off    You want Wlan on & Bluetooth off

F3 = This is used to turn the touchpad on and off but only if an external mouse is attached.

F4 = This changes the screen resolution – 1024 x 768 compress is a good standard setting, 800 x 600  works too.

F5 = Makes screen darker – you may want to do this to save battery life

F6 = makes screen brighter

F7 = Blacks out the screen, turns screen back on (classic kid trick to say computer is broken)

F8 = This is used when you hook your mini up to a projector – it sends signal to projector – There are multiple settings – LCD only – This is just the computer screen, CRT only – This is the projector only (no netbook screen), LCD & CRT – you normally cannot see this option unless you are looking at the projector screen. This is both your netbook screen and the projector (This is the choice you want). The last option is LCD & CRT extend – This is what you would use if you wanted to hook up two monitors side by side. 

F9 = This opens up Windows Task Manager (same as ctrl alt del)

F10 = Mutes the netbook

F11 = Lowers the sound on the netbook

F12 = Increases the sound on the netbook.

Fn & Insert = Turns on the numbers lock – so keys 7, 8, 9, u, I, o, j, k, l, m will be your 10 key number pad. This can really be a pain if it gets turned on – Everytime you type the letter k a 2 will show up. 

Fn & Delete = Scroll lock

Holding down the Ctrl & Alt and hitting one of the arrows will change the screen orientation. To get screen back to normal, just click Ctrl & Alt and the Down Arrow or UP Arrow. 

The windows Key and the L key together will lock the computer, Just have them sign back on.
